Greetings in Christ!   

 

I have a question for all of us . . . How do we 

share our faith with others?  While it is not 

always easy, we should not be afraid of it  

either.  I read  an article by Rev. Steve Sjogrin 

in which he describes three traditional  ways 

of sharing the Faith. 

 

1. Sharks:  They are very confrontational.  

The person being approached feels like he 

is about to be gobbled up.  The ‘shark’ peo-

ple seem to have no feelings toward what 

the other person feels or thinks.  If they 

are rejected, they stomp their feet and 

walk away . . . and condemn you to hell. 

2. Carps:  Carps just hang around, not ag-

gressive, floating with the current.  If they 

bump into someone, they may or may not 

speak.  They have no problem drifting 

away from someone who may be looking 

for a church, because they prefer not to 

talk about their Faith or church.  The per-

son looking for a church will get no help 

from them. 

3. Dolphins:  Dolphins have a real sense of 

joy, playfulness, and freedom about them.  

Dolphins love people.  They are not threat-

ening, but you can feel a Spirit of joy, love, 

and grace that causes people to be at-

tracted to them.  They are not afraid to 

share with others where they find this joy 

and zest for life.  They also have a great 

sensitivity to the beliefs and needs of oth-

ers around them. 

 

So, how would you describe yourself in regards 

to sharing your Faith?  Which of these exam-

ples comes closes to describing you?  Jesus 

continues to reach out to us in a most personal 

way,  touching us with a grace and presence 

and power that truly is difficult to put into 

words . . . but we need to try. 

 

May the Spirit of God guide each of us in the 

difficult art of sharing our Faith in a way that 

reflects the joy, love, and grace of our Lord.
